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If you are a fourth to twelfth grade student in the United States, your Challenge is to create a digital 3D model

of a wearable pin to be 3D printed and distributed to US Veterans at the National Veterans Memorial Museum in
Columbus, Ohio. Your pin should be original and designed to show appreciation or gratitude for Veterans of any
U.S. military service branch. Your participation in this Challenge is governed not only by these Challenge Rules but
also by the GENERAL RULES, which are incorporated herein.

Entries will be judged in two grade-level categories: 4-8 and 9-12. To enter, please submit an image of your design,
a digital STL file, and a text description of your entry by 8:59 pm PT, December 13, 2024!

Legal residents of the United States who are registered students in fourth through twelfth grade attending a pub-
lic, private, or home school in the United States (including U.S. Territories or Possessions and schools operated by
the U.S. for the children of American personnel overseas) are eligible to enter (eligible “Participants”). Employees of
Future Engineers (“Sponsor”), Battelle and their immediate family members (spouse, parent, child, sibling, part-
ners, and their respective spouses, and foster and step-relations) regardless of where they reside, or those living in
the employee’s same household (whether or not related) are not eligible to enter or win a prize. Immediate family
members and/or those living in the same household of employees of organizations that are members of the Army
Educational Outreach Program (“AEOP”) are ineligible to enter but only if such Challenge Party employee is direct-
ly involved with working on AEOP programs or this Challenge (eligible “Participants”).

There are two grade categories Grades 4-8 and Grades 9-12 (each a “Grade Category”). Students will compete in
their applicable Grade Category and entries in each Grade Category will be judged accordingly. As determined
by the highest scores received, based on the Judging Criteria described above, there will be selected from each
Grade Category: ten (10) national finalists (“Finalists”); and one (1) national Grand Prize winner. The following
prizes are available to be awarded, subject to eligibility and compliance, as determined by Sponsor and Future
Engineers in their absolute discretion:
